This advanced, interoperable 1live training
solution helps Marines train in the most realistic
environments, significantly improving their performance and
survivability on the battlefield.

The system focuses on developing and reinforcing effective
tactics, techniques and procedures, while also facilitating
joint training with NATO allies during multinational
exercises.
